Where should students/parents qo?

Drop-off

On both Monday and Tuesday, we look forward to welcoming students to The Portsmouth Academy
via the front gate on St. Mary’s Road, opposite the Churchyard. Staff will be wearing high-vis jackets
so please feel free to approach us and introduce your child. School gates open at 8:20am and close
at 8:40am and unfortunately there is no space for drop-off via car.

Pick-up

The school day ends at 3:00pm and students will leave The Portsmouth Academy via the front of the
school. For transition days only, parents are advised to wait by Main Reception (in the Garden) until
your child and their tutor group are dismissed. From September, parents collecting children will be
asked to wait in the Churchyard and students can use Mandy, our School Crossing Patrol, to assist
with crossing the road.

What should students bring?

Students are required to wear their Primary School PE kit both Monday and Tuesday as they will be
taking part in practical activities across the two days. We advise students to bring a refillable drinks
bottle, snacks and a pencil case. Lunch is provided across the two days, but students are welcome to
bring a packed lunch if preferred. Any food brought into the school must be nut-free.
